Enough Abuse Broome (Parent Program):
The Enough Abuse Campaign is a
movement recently brought to NY by
CVAC & the Family Violence Prevention
Council. It is a movement to provide
adults and communities with the
knowledge and know-how to put an end
to the silence around child abuse. It
consists of one/two trainings:

Strategies For Your Family & Community
(child abuse as a public health problem:
definition, statistics, social messages,
secrecy tactics used by abusers,
prevention, advocacy & communication)

\

Less is More (Faculty Program): A
curriculum designed for teachers,
advocates, counselors, parents or anyone
that a child trusts enough to disclose
abuse. Taking a disclosure from a child is a
process that could determine the shape
their lives will take. We need to be sure, as
providers, that we are doing our absolute

best. We must not interrogate, interview,
push, or speak for them. This training will
address these very important issues.

*These are also stand alone programs and can
be presented at will.

Statistics Safety
In 2010, 79,668 New York State Detectives:

children were abused or neglected,

according to the NYS Central Register Tools for
Prevention

of Child Abuse and Maltreatment.
Most child victims NEVER report the
abuse.

Approximately 20% of the victims of
sexual abuse are under age 8.

As many as 60% are abused by people
the family trusts. Abusers often try to
form a trusting relationship with
parents.

Abusers attempt to groom your entire
family.

More than 90% of children who are
sexually abused know their abusers.
This means fewer that 10% of abusers
are strangers.
